NAGASAKI DAY : 09.AUGUST

“Little Boy" dropped out of the American
B-29 Superfortress “Enola Gay," cut
through the early morning sunlight, and
plummeted toward Hiroshima. Col. Paul
Warfield Tibbets steered off as the atomic
bomb exploded with a "lightening-like
flash” into an enormous mushroom of
smoke and dust below.

Three weeks earlier, the U.S. had
conducted the Trinity Test, detonating the
world's first atomic bomb. President Harry
S. Truman delivered an ultimatum to
Japan on July 26 demanding that it
surrender unconditionally to end World War 11 or face “utter destruction.” Japanese
leaders rejected the terms of Truman's Potsdam Declaration and U.S. forces turned
to the atomic bomb, seeing no alternative to end the war.

Pacific conflict had erupted four years earlier when Japan bombed Pearl Harbor,
which propelled the United States into World War 1.

The blast rocked the city of Hiroshima, an important military center, just after
daybreak on August 6. In a press release later that morning, President Truman said,
"If they do not accept our terms, they may expect a rain of ruin from the air the likes
of which has neverbeen seen on this earth.”

HIROSHIMA DAY : 06.AUGUST

Japanese leaders again refused the terms, and two days later the U.S. bombed
Nagasaki. Japan surrendered to the Allies on August 14, bringing peace on the
Pacific front and drawing World War 1l to an end. Survivors in Hiroshima and
Nagasaki suffered from the enduring effects of radiation exposure and their leaders
faced the task of rebuilding the ravaged cities.

Truman's decision has been criticized as cruel and inhumane by some, but praised
by others for bringing a swift end to the already devastating war.

Aug 6 (Reuters) - Following is a notable quote from history.
“As the bomb fell over Hiroshima and exploded, we saw an entire city disappear.
[ wrote in my log the words: "My God, what have we done?" "
